
LOS ANGELES REGION 
 

The Los Angeles region contains four central cities: Anaheim, Long Beach, Los Angeles, and Santa Ana. 
Although the vast region contains all types of neighborhood change, it is home to some of the nation’s 
strongest gentrifying pressures, affecting neighborhoods where 17 percent of all residents live, and 20 
percent of all low-income residents. By comparison, only 11 percent of residents, and 14 percent of low-
income residents, live in neighborhoods experiencing strong decline since 2000.   

The most severe displacement has occurred in Long Beach and Los Angeles proper. In those cities, 45 
percent and 25 percent of residents live in a strongly gentrifying neighborhood, respectively. 
Displacement is widespread throughout the region, with intense clusters cropping up in areas like 
Compton, Paramount, and many neighborhoods northwest of downtown Los Angeles, such as Echo 
Park, Silver Lake, East Hollywood, and Koreatown. In the city of Los Angeles, strong expansion areas 
experienced a 13 percent drop in black population and a 20 percent increase in white population. 

In the Los Angeles suburbs, approximately equal numbers of people live in strongly expanding and 
declining neighborhoods. Despite regional trends, there is still substantial poverty concentration in 
these areas, as their low-income population has increased by over 110,000 while overall population fell.
